Basic Attendance Requirements






   July 1, 2011-June 30, 2012

1. Fifty Percent Rule:  
A member must attend (or make up) fifty percent of all meetings from July to December and also all meetings from January to June.  Also, it is expected that the member be present for sixty percent of the actual meeting in order for attendance to count.  Article 12, Section 4 (Club Constitution, page 251, MOP 2010)

2. Consecutive Four:  

If a member fails to attend or make up four consecutive meetings they shall be informed that the absence may be considered a request for termination of membership in the club.

3. Home Club attendance:  

A member must attend thirty percent (30%) of the meetings of the home club in each half-year.

4. Rule of 85:  
If a member’s age is 65 years and in combination with years in Rotary  total 85 or more, the member may request, in writing, to the Club Secretary that the Board excuse him or her from attendance rules.  See MOP 2010, Article 8, Section 3 (b). If a Rule of 85 attends a meeting it may be counted for attendance total.

5. Make-ups:  

Can be done within 14 days prior to a missed meeting, or 14 days afterward.  Make-ups include attending another Rotary Club’s weekly meeting.  Make-ups can also include attending any club board authorized club meeting, sub-meeting or project provided the member is duly assigned as part of this group.  Make-ups include attending an Interact or Rotaract meeting as well as District and RI official meetings.  See MOP 2010, Article 9, Section 1 (a) and (2) - (7) for more information

6. Leave of Absence:  May be granted by club BOD action.  See MOP 2010, Article 8, Section 3 (a)

7. Rule of 85 and LOA members will not be counted in attendance calculations, but are included in the official club active member roll
