 Indicating Paul Harris Fellows and Sustainers
on your Club Roster in the District Database
It is very easy to track both your sustainers and Paul Harris Fellows on the District Database.  Log-in to the database and go to your club's listings.  You will see your members listed on the page.
 

To the right of the "office phone" for each person you will see two columns, PHF and SM.  This is where you can indicate that a member is either a Paul Harris Fellow and/or a sustainer.  You can correct this entry (check them on or off) by editing each member, but it's much easier to do the entire club at one time by clicking on the pink button above the club roster that says "Edit PHF/SM."
 

This will bring up your current active club list, and you simply put check marks beside the names of those who are PHFs and sustainers, then click the button that says "Update members," and when you return to the roster you should see the changes.  If you scroll to the bottom of the roster you will see where the percentage of active members that you have as PHFs and sustainers.

As a reminder, sustainers are members who personally contribute a minimum of $100 to the Rotary Foundation Annual Programs Fund each year.  Generally, they have “pledged” to do so on an ongoing basis, either by paying quarterly with their club dues, directly to the club (who then forwards the money to the Foundation), or by a direct contribution to the Rotary Foundation. Contributions towards Polio Eradication do not count as Sustainer contributions.

All Rotarians are encouraged to become sustainers, as the Rotary Foundation goal is “EREY” – “Every Rotarian Every Year.”  Thank you for encouraging your club members to become regular supporters of the Rotary Foundation!
